This Unions Notes:
· That our union is made of students with many varying political beliefs and priorities, but that education is something that unites us all.
· That in January, the course reps met at the first ever course rep conference held by SURHUL. Together we came up with an educational policy to give an agenda to all course reps in their student-staff committee meetings and education officers. 
· That we have never had an educational policy before, and to adopt one makes us a stronger union that better represents its students. 

This Union Believes:

· That this educational policy is integral to our work as a students’ union, representing students at every level in their education and encouraging the university to improve the education, support and services that they provide. 

· That in order for this document to be at its most effective, the full-time education officer and the part-time academic affairs officer should work on it together every year. 

This Union Resolves:

· To adopt this policy document as our educational policy, and for it to be introduced to course reps in their course rep training. 

· To hold a course rep conference every year to update it and expand it, involving all the course reps, departmental reps and faculty reps. 

· To receive updates on the policy by the full-time education officer and the academic affairs officer once a term to keep the wider student community in the loop, and for it to be a part of their officer updates.

This Union Mandates:

· The full-time education officer and the academic affairs officer to hold the course rep conference once an academic year.

· For the full-time education officer and the academic affairs officer to update on the policy document once a term.

· Course reps to use this policy document as a frame of reference in their meetings with their department and faculty. 

· For the Union Chair to update the constitution accordingly
