3. The establishment of a Students for the NHS network by 
organisations including the National Campaign Against Fees and Cuts 
and the medical students' federation Medsin.

1. That the NHS a represents an island of humanity in a brutal, 
dog-eat-dog society. The principle that everyone should have an equal 
right to life and health regardless of wealth must be protected from any and all ideological attacks as well as attempts to de-fund, downsize and privatise a system that provides that. (Modified sentence structure)
