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Motion on creating a Housing Guarantor Scheme 
This Union Notes:

1. That students who rent in the private sector often need to provide a ‘guarantor’ be legally responsible for the tenant, particularly in the case of any arrears or damage.

2. That some students are not able to get a guarantor in the UK because they are an international student with family in another country (usually outside of the EU).

3. That some students are not able to get a guarantor for because of personal reasons, EG they are care leavers or have personal reasons 

4. That Royal Holloway is one of the top universities for internationalisation and has students who may not be able to find a guarantor.

5. That those who cannot find a guarantor are often expected to pay several amounts of rent upfront.

6. That several universities run guarantor schemes for students, including: UCL, University of York, University of Kent and Plymouth University
.

This Union Believes:

1. That having to pay so much rent upfront is difficult for many students who have to and the inability to find a guarantor should not be a barrier to accessing education.

2. That Royal Holloway should act as a guarantor for those who cannot find one.

This Union Resolves:

1. To lobby the University to create a guarantor scheme similar to that of those mentioned in Notes 6.

2. To undergo a short piece of research into the current conditions facing students affected by this issues.

3. To write and publish a paper making the public argument for a Royal Holloway guarantor scheme.

4. To make this part of the SU’s priority campaign around housing.

This Union Mandates:
1. The Vice President (Communications and Campaigns) and the Campaigns Officer to lobby the university to create a guarantor scheme as part of the Royal Holloway Housing Campaign.
2. The Vice President (Communications and Campaigns) to make and publish materials making the case for a guarantor scheme and arouse public support. 

3. The Vice President (Communications and Campaigns) to run a short survey and find data to support this case.
